4. All exhibits must be the property of exhibitors at time of entry.  Any exhibit not deemed worthy will not be placed. 
5. Every effort will be made to protect all exhibits on display from any injury or damage, but the Association is not 

responsible for any accidents, loss, damage caused by water, fire, theft, or any financial losses. 
6. Appropriate ribbons will be awarded in the various classes and prizes as stated in the book, unless in case of natural 

disaster, premiums may be pro-rated according to monies available. 
7. Decision of the judges will be final. 
8. No exhibit, except some livestock listed elsewhere in catalog, may be removed before 10:30 PM, Saturday, August 6, 

2011 or prize money will be forfeited. 
9. The exhibitor must remove all exhibits before 12:00 noon, Sunday, August 7, 2011.  Fruit, eggs or perishable food will

2. ENTRY FEES ï $3.00 each dairy and beef animal; $2.00 each goat, sheep, and swine; $1.00 each poultry, fowl and 

rabbit; and $3.00 for each horse.  Entry fee (cash, check, or money order) must accompany all entries.  Entries 
requiring an entry fee will not be accepted by phone, fax or e-mail. 

3. When livestock barns are filled to capacity, entries will be refused based on latest postmark. 
4. SUBSTITUTIONS PERMITTED IN SAME CLASS ONLY! 
5. SEPARATE ENTRIES MUST BE USED FOR EACH DEPARTMENT.  4-H AND OPEN ENTRIES MUST BE ON 

SEPARATE FORMS. 
6. All animals entered at the Fayette County Fair must be entered in the name of the owner. 
7. Livestock exhibitors will be paid ONLY 2 PREMIUMS PER CLASS. 
8. No entries under quarantine for disease or showing clinical evidence of infectious or contagious disease will be 

admitted to a show.  A health certificate for Brucellosis and Tuberculosis issued by the Bureau of Animal Industry, 
Pennsylvania Department of Agriculture must accompany all entries when required.  Form should be Green Form AA-
13. 

9. An ñAnimal Owner or Caretakerôs Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient Relationshipò form must be on 
file in the Fair Office.  Admission and parking passes will not be issued if forms are not on file. 

10. All Certificates of Health Inspection and reports from the veterinarian and Department of Health must be the original - 
NO COPIES. 

11. ALL CERTIFICATES OF HEALTH INSPECTION MUST BE CHECKED BEFORE UNLOADING. Unloading hours: 
Wednesday - 5:00 PM to 8:00 PM 
Thursday - 8:00 AM to 4:00 PM 
Friday ï 8:00 AM to 12 Noon

12. Any animal of unthrifty nature, unsuitable condition, or which cannot be satisfactorily handled under show conditions 
must be removed from the fairgrounds. 

13. No large cattle trucks (larger than a pickup truck) or trailers may be stored in exhibitors' parking lot during the fair. 
14. No straw or bedding will be furnished. 

 
2011 ANIMAL HEALTH REGULATIONS 

 
Be sure to use only grooming products that are approved for use on meat and dairy animals when fitting your animals for 
show.  Unapproved products may contain ingredients that result in unacceptable residues in the meat or milk.  If you are 
not certain that a product is residue safe and approved for use on meat or dairy animals, do not use it!  **Important** If, 
upon slaughter, treatment with drugs, biologics, or any chemical from fitting products is the cause of 
condemnation of a carcass, the loss of the carcass and any other damages will be borne by the exhibitor. 
 
HORSES 
1.   No horse showing evidence of infectious, contagious, or parasitic diseases will be admitted to the show. 
2.   A 2011Certificate of Veterinary Inspection issued after May 1, 2011, is required. 
3.   All equine animals must be test negative for EIA by an official test within the 12 months prior to the opening date of the 

exhibition. Laboratory test results must accompany each animal to its final destination (a copy of the original lab report 
is acceptable). Foals less than six months of age accompanied by a dam which meets the above requirements are 
exempt from EIA testing requirements. If the foal is not accompanied by the dam, a copy of the damôs test results must 
accompany the foal to its final destination. The negative test report must be issued to the current owner of all horses, 
including pulling teams, and must include an accurate description of the horse including age, color, and sex, plus any 
other reliable identification such as tattoos, distinctive marks, etc. 

5. Solid color animals must be identified by some method of unique identification such as a lip tattoo, brand, or at least 2 
distinct markings. 

6.  All horses must be rabies vaccinated within 12 months, but no later than 30 days before the opening date of the fair. A 
current rabies vaccination administered by a licensed veterinarian is required for animals three months of age and 
older. However, if a mare was currently vaccinated against rabies when she foaled, the foal is not required to be 
vaccinated until six months of age, with a second vaccination administered two-four weeks later. All vaccine label 
direction must be followed, and all rabies vaccinated equine animals must be accompanied by a rabies vaccination 
certificate or the vaccination information must be included on the CVI. The certificate must contain legible name and 
contact information of the veterinarian who administered the vaccine and the veterinarianôs signature. A copy of the 
original rabies vaccination certificate is acceptable. 

7. PA 4-H Horse & Pony rules require that all horses and ponies entered in 4-H horse shows must be vaccinated against 
rabies at least one month, but not more than 12 months, before the opening date of the fair (re-vaccination is required 
each year).  Exhibitors can present a statement signed and dated by an accredited veterinarian stating that the animal 
was vaccinated.  Proof of vaccination may appear on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection.  

8.  An ñAnimal Owner or Caretakerôs Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient Relationshipò (VCRP) form must 
accompany each animal and must be presented upon arrival at the exhibition. The VCRP must also be on file 
in the Fair Office for each animal entered at the fair.  Admission and parking passes will not be issued if forms 
are not on file 

OUT OF STATE HORSES 
1.  Certificate of Veterinary Inspection issued within 30 days prior to the opening date of the exhibition is required.  The 
CVI shall include a statement verifying that ñall animals identified on this certificate of veterinary inspection have been 
examined and found to bee free and clear of Vesicular Stomatitis (VS). During the past 90 days, these animals have 
neither been exposed to VS nor located within 10 miles of a site where VS has been diagnosed.ò EIA test results and 
date of the test must be included on the CVI. 

2.  No horse showing evidence of infectious, contagious, or parasitic disease will be admitted to show. 
3. All equine animals must have tested negative for EIA by an official test within the 12 months prior to the opening date of 

the exhibition.  Laboratory test results must accompany each animal to its final destination (a copy of the original lab 
report is acceptable). Foals less than six months of age accompanied by a dam which meets the above requirements 
are exempt from EIA testing requirements. If the foal is not accompanied by the dam, a copy of the damôs test results 
must accompany the foal to its final destination.  

4.  A current rabies vaccination administered by a licensed veterinarian is required for animals three months of age or 
older. However, if a mare is currently vaccinated against rabies when she foaled, the foal is not required to be 
vaccinated until six months of age, with a second vaccination administered two-four weeks later. All vaccines label 
directions must be followed, and all rabies vaccinated equine animals must be accompanied by a rabies vaccination 
certificate or the vaccination information must be included on the CVI. The certificate must contain legible name and 
contact information of the veterinarian who administered the vaccine and the veterinarianôs signature. A copy of the 
original rabies vaccination certificate is acceptable. 

5.  If an equine animal has resided in Texas or New Mexico for a cumulative total of 30 days or more within the last six 
months preceding the date of entry into the Commonwealth, that animal must be test-negative for Piroplasmosis on a 



competitive enzyme-linked immunosorbent assay (c-ELISA) test, or a Department-approved equivalent test, with the 
test occurring within the 30 days preceding entry into Pennsylvania. This requirement shall not be applicable to an 
equine animal that is being transported through the Commonwealth or Pennsylvania to another State, and that is not 
offloaded or commingled with other equine animals which within the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania. The written 
laboratory test report, confirming compliance with the requirement described in the preceding paragraph, shall 
accompany the equine animal in transit to a destination within the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania; and the date of the 
test and the test results shall be written on the Certificate of Veterinary Inspection. 

6. An ñAnimal Owner or Caretakerôs Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient Relationshipò  (VCRP) form 
must accompany each animal and must be presented upon arrival at the  exhibition. The VCRP must also be 
on file in the Fair Office for each animal entered at the fair.   Admission and parking passes will not be issued if 
forms are not on file. 
DAIRY AND BEEF CATTLE 
1. No animal showing evidence of contagious, infectious, or external parasitic disease shall be allowed entrance into the 

fair. 
2. A 2011 Certificate of Veterinary Inspection dated May 1, 2011, or later is required. 
3. ALL CATTLE MUST HAVE AN OFFICIAL EARTAG OR BREED REGISTRATION TATTOO. This includes: 1) a 

USDA-issued metal eartag; or 2) a breed registration tattoo if the tattoo is legible and the animal is accompanied by a 
copy of the registration certificate; or 3) a breed registration eartag if the animal is accompanied by a copy of the 
registration certificate; or 4) an ISO-compliant 15 digit eartag (including RFID) 

4. An ñAnimal Owner or Caretakerôs Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient Relationshipò (VCRP) form must 
accompany each animal and must be presented upon arrival at the exhibition. The VCRP must also be on file 
in the Fair Office for each animal entered at the fair.  Admission and parking passes will not be issued if forms 
are not on file. 

5. A current rabies vaccination administered by a licensed veterinarian is required for animals 3 months of age and older 
(market cattle are exempt from this vaccination requirement). All vaccine label directions must be followed, and all 
rabies vaccinated cattle must be accompanied by a rabies vaccination certificate or the vaccination information must 
be included on the CVI. If a rabies vaccination certificate is provided, the certificate must contain the legible name and 
contact information of the veterinarian who administered the vaccine and the veterinarianôs signature. A copy of the 
rabies vaccination certificate is acceptable. 

6. Vaccinations against the following diseases are recommended:  IBR, PI3, BRSV AND BVD.  All drug and vaccine label 
directions must be followed, including but not limited to milk and slaughter withdrawal periods, and the last dose of 
vaccine must be administered at least 15 days prior to entry into the exhibition. 

OUT-OF-STATE CATTLE 
1. A Certificate of Veterinary Inspection required within 60 days of entry into the fair. The CVI shall include a statement 
verifying that ñall animals identified on this certificate of veterinary inspection have been examined and found to be free 
from Vesicular Stomatitis (VS). During the past 90 days, these animals have neither been exposed to VS nor located 
within 10 miles of a site where VS has been diagnosed.ò 

2. No animal showing evidence of contagious, infectious, or external parasitic disease shall be allowed entrance into the 
fair and a statement of this is required on the CVI. 

3. ALL CATTLE MUST HAVE AN OFFICIAL EARTAG OR BREED REGISTRATION TATTOO. This includes: 1) a 
USDA-issued metal eartag; or 2) a breed registration tattoo if the tattoo is legible and the animal is accompanied by a 
copy of the registration certificate; or 3) a breed registration eartag if the animal is accompanied by a copy of the 
registration certificate; or 4) an ISO-compliant 15 digit eartag (including RFID) 

4. A current rabies vaccination administered by a licensed veterinarian is required for animals 3 months of age and older 
(market cattle are exempt from this vaccination requirement). All vaccine label directions must be followed, and all 
rabies vaccinated cattle must be accompanied by a rabies vaccination certificate or the vaccination information must 
be included on the CVI. If a rabies vaccination certificate is provided, the certificate must contain the legible name and 
contact information of the veterinarian who administered the vaccine and the veterinarianôs signature. A copy of the 
rabies vaccination certificate is acceptable. 

5. BRUCELLOSIS REQUIREMENTS ï No test required if the animal originates from a Brucellosis-free state or are 
members of a Certified Brucellosis-free herd.  The certified herd number and date of most recent test must be included 
on the CVI. Test eligible animals (unvaccinated animals over 8 months (269 days of age) and all animals over 14 
months (449 days of age) originating from Brucellosis Class A, B, and C states shall be Brucellosis test negative within 
60 days of the opening date of the Fair. The negative test results and date of test must be included on the CVI or the 
animal must be accompanied by a negative laboratory test report (a copy of the original lab report is acceptable). An 
approved laboratory in the state of origin or Canada shall conduct an official blood test for brucellosis, and the imported 
test-eligible animals shall be negative to one of the following approved tests: Buffered Acid Plate Antigen Test (BAPA), 
Standard Tube Agglutination Test. The imported animals shall be negative in the 1:50 dilution, or Official Card Test. 

6. TUBERCULOSIS REQUIREMENTS ï No test is required if the animal is originating from an  ñAccredited Freeò state 
or zones. All animals originating from states or zones designed ñModified Accredited Advancedò must be test negative 
within 60 days prior to the date of importation. The negative test results and date of test must be included on the CVI or 



the animal must be accompanied by a negative laboratory test report (a copy of the original lab report is acceptable.) All 
animals originating from states or zones designated at ñModified Accreditedò must originate from herds in  which             
all animals 12 months or age or older are test negative within 12 months prior to the date of importation; and the animals 
to be imported are test negative within 60 days prior to the date of importation and at least 60 days after the negative 
whole herd test. The negative test results and date of test must be included on the CVI or the animal must be 
accompanied by a negative laboratory test report (a copy of the original lab report is acceptable).  
7. An ñAnimal Owner or Caretakerôs Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient Relationshipò (VCRP) form must 
accompany each animal and must be presented upon arrival at the  exhibition. The VCRP must also be on file in 
the Fair Office for each animal entered at the fair.  Admission and parking passes will not be issued if forms are 
not on file. 
SHEEP 
1. All animals must be free of any evidence of transmissible disease, including external parasites, sore mouth, and foot 

rot, and a statement of this is required on the CVI of the state of origin. 
2. Purebred animals must be identified by registry name and number, corresponding to the ear tag or tattoo number.  

Grade animals must be identified by farm-flock number, corresponding to the ear tag or tattoo number. 
3. A 2011 Certificate of Veterinary Inspection dated May 1, 2011, or later is required.  The CVI must state that the flock of 

origin was inspected and found free from symptoms of infectious or contagious disease and that this flock has had no 
known exposure to or history of scrapie.  Out of state:  CVI issued within 60 days prior to the opening date of the Fair. 
The CVI shall include a statement verifying that ñall animals identified in this certificate of veterinary inspection have 
been examined and found to be free from Vesicular Stomatitis (VS). During the past 90 days, these animals have 
neither been exposed to VS nor located within 10 miles of a site where VS has been diagnosed.ò 

4. ALL SHEEP TO BE EXHIBITED MUST BE IDENTIFIED WITH OFFICIAL USDA SCRAPIE IDENTIFICATION. 
Official scrapie ID includes: 1) an official USDA scrapie eartag. Contact USDA to obtain scrapie eartags at 1-
866-873-2824, weekdays from 9 am to 5 pm. Your order may take several weeks for processing, so order 
eartags early, 2) a USDA approved custom scrapie eartag, 3) a USDA approved scrapie tattoo with individual 
animal ID (tattoo), or 4) an ISO compliant 15 digit eartag (including RIFD). 

5. A current rabies vaccination administered by a licensed veterinarian is required for animals 3 months of age or older 
(market sheep are exempt from this vaccination requirement). All vaccine label directions must be followed, and all 
rabies vaccinated sheep must be accompanied  by a rabies vaccination certificate or the vaccination information must 
be included on the CVI. If a rabies vaccination certificate is provided, the certificate must contain legible name and 
contact information of the veterinarian who administered the vaccine and the veterinarianôs signature. A copy of the 
rabies vaccination certificate is acceptable. 

6. An ñAnimal Owner or Caretakerôs Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient Relationshipò (VCRP) form must 
accompany each animal and must be presented upon arrival at the exhibition. The VCRP must also be on file in 
the Fair Office for each animal entered at the fair.  Admission and parking passes will not be issued if forms are 
not on file. 
 
SWINE 
1. Individual animal ID is required.  ID options include the following:  A form of official ID (herd tattoo in combination with 

an ear notch); or a USDA issued metal ear tag; or an ISO compliant 15 digit eartag (including RFID); OR A plastic 
stamped ear tag. 

2. An official Certificate of Veterinary Inspection, signed by an accredited veterinarian must accompany all swine. The 
certificate must be issued after May 1, 2011, and list all animals. 

3. No animal showing evidence of contagious, infectious, or external parasitic disease shall be allowed entrance into the 
Fair and a statement of this is required on the CVI. 

4.   An ñAnimal Owner or Caretakerôs Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient Relationshipò (VCRP) form must 
accompany each animal and must be presented upon arrival at the exhibition. The VCRP must also be on file 
in the Fair Office for each animal entered at the fair.  Admission and parking passes will not be issued if forms 
are not on file. 

PENNSYLVANIA SWINE  
1.  Pseudorabies negative test within 30 days of opening day of show or originate from a qualified free herd. 
2.   No Brucellosis test required. 
OUT-OF-STATE SWINE 
1. The CVI, issued within 30 days prior to the opening date of the Fair is required. The CVI shall include a statement 
verifying that the swine have not been fed raw garbage and that ñall animals identified in this certificate of veterinary 
inspection have been examined and found to be free from Vesicular Stomatitis (VS). During the past 90 days, these 
animals have neither been exposed to VS nor located within 10 miles of a site where VS has been diagnosed.ò 

2. Individual animal ID is required.  ID options include the following:  A form of official ID (herd tattoo in combination with 
an ear notch; or a USDA issued metal ear tag; or an ISO compliant 15 digit eartag (including RFID). No plastic 
stamped eartag. 

3. No Pseudorabies test is required if the animal originates from a Qualified Pseudorabies negative herd. A Qualified 
Psuedorabies- negative herd shall not be construed to mean every swine herd from a Stage V state, but only those 



herds in compliance with individual herd testing plans. If from a Qualified Pseudorabies herd, the herd number and 
date of last test must be included on the CVI. If not originating from a Qualified herd, out of state swine must be 
negative to a pseudorabies test within 30 days prior to the start of the Fair, and the negative results and date of test 
must be accompanied by a negative laboratory test report (a copy of the original lab report is acceptable). 

1. Brucellosis Requirement ï No brucellosis test is required if the animal originates from a Validated Bruceollosis-free 
herd. If from a Validated Herd, the herd number and date of the last test must be included on the CVI. If not originating 
from a Validated herd, out of state swine must be negative to a brucellosis test within 30 days prior to the start of the 
Fair, and the negative results and date of test must be included on the CVI or the animal must be accompanied by a 
negative laboratory test report (a copy of the original lab report is acceptable).  

 
GOATS 
1. Individual offical animal identification is required. Official ID includes: 1) an official USDA scrapie eartag. Contact the 

USDA to obtain scrapie eartags at 10866-873-2824, weekdays from 9 am to 5 pm. Your order may take several weeks 
for processing, so order tags early, 2) an ISO compliant 15 digit eartag (including RFID), 3) a USDA approved custom 
scrapie eartag, 4) a USDA approved scrapie tattoo (goats with an official scrapie tattoo must also have a unique 
individual animal ID (tattoo) to meet the scrapie ID requirement), or 5) Goats having breed registration tattoo and 
accompanied by a registration certificate are exempt from the scrapie ID requirement if the tattoo is legible and a 
registration certificate (copy acceptable) or Certificate of Veterinary Inspection which lists the tattoo and registry 
accompanies the animal at all time include transport from the premises of birth. 

2. No goat showing clinical signs of contagious or infectious disease including caseous lymphadenitis, sore mouth, active 
erring worm, foot rot, warts, lice and mange will be admitted to the Fair. 

3. A 2011 Certificate of Veterinary Inspection dated May 1, 2011 or later is required.  Out of state goats Certificate of 
Veterinary Inspection required within 60 days prior to the opening date of the Fair.  All USDA identification 
requirements must be met for interstate movement. 

4. All drug and vaccine label directions should be followed, included but not limited to milk and slaughter withdrawal 
periods.  The vaccine must be administered at least 15 days prior to the fair. 

5. An ñAnimal Owner or Caretakerôs Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient Relationshipò (VCRP) form must 
accompany each animal and must be presented upon arrival at the  exhibition. The VCRP must also be on file in 
the Fair Office for each animal entered at the fair.  Admission and parking passes will not be issued if forms are 
not on file. 
OUT OF STATE GOATS 
1. The rules for goats also apply to out of State goats. 
2. CVI issued within 60 days prior to the opening date of the Fair. The CVI shall include a statement verifying that ñall 
animals identified in this certificate of veterinary inspection have been examined and found to be free from Vesicular 
Stomatitis (VS). During the past 90 days, these animals have neither been exposed to VS nor located within 10 miles of a 
site where VS has been diagnosed.ò All animals must be free of infectious and contagious diseases and a statement of 
this is required on the CVI (the statement is pre-printed on the CVI). 
3. Tuberculosis: No test is required for animals originating from ñAccredited Freeò states or zones. All animals originating 
from states or zones designated ñModified Accredited Advancedò must be test negative within 60 days prior to importation. 
The negative test results and date of test must be included on the CVI or the animal must be accompanied by a negative 
laboratory test report (a copy of the original lab report is acceptable). All animals originating from states or zones 
designated ñModified Accreditedò must originate from herds in which all animals 12 months of age or older have tested 
negative within the 12 months prior to the date of importation; and the animals to be imported have tested negative within 
60 days prior to the date of importation and at least 60 days after the negative whole herd test was completed. The 
negative test results and date of test must be included on the CVI or the animal must be accompanied by a negative 
laboratory test report (a copy of the original lab report is acceptable). 
 
 
POULTRY, WATERFOWL & PIGEONS 
1. An Owner-Endorsed Health Certificate must accompany all poultry, waterfowl and pigeons and must include the 

following:  Name and location of exhibition; name, address and phone number of the owner; a statement that their 
entries and their flock of origin are free of evidence of contagious diseases; owner signature and date of that signature; 
verification of testing for AI and Pullorum. 

2. All poultry, waterfowl and pigeons must bear a unique Individual Identification Leg Band. 
3. All animals must be free of infectious and contagious diseases. 
4. Avian Influenza Clean Testing and Verification (all samples must be collected by a Certified Poultry Technician or an 

Accredited Veterinarian):   

 PA: All poultry and waterfowl (pigeons excluded) for exhibition must originate from a flock in good standing in 
the PA Avian Influenza Monitored Flock Program, or from a flock in good standing in the Pennsylvania Influenza 
Monitored Flock Program, or from a flock in good standing in the NPIP Avian Influenza Clean Program (the 
flock must be on NPIP- it is not considered to be a clean flock if only coming from a clean breeder), and the 
birds must be accompanied by the most recent negative test report (copy acceptable) OR  



 Out of state: The birds originate from a flock in good standing in the NPIIP Avian Influenza Clean program (the 
flock must be on NPIP- it is not considered to be a clean flock if only coming from a clean breeder flock) and the 
shipment is accompanied by a USDA form 9-3 or equivalent Department approved form; OR 

 Out of state:  The birds originate from a flock that participates in an equivalent avian influenza monitoring 
program and the shipment is accompanied by a document from the state, nation or province of origin indicating 
participation; OR 

 PA and Out of state:  The birds must originate from a flock in which a minimum of 30 birds, 3 weeks of age or 
older, were tested negative for avian influenza within the 6 months (30 days for out of state birds) prior to the 
opening date of the exhibition and the birds are accompanied by the negative test report (copy acceptable).  If 
there are fewer than 30 birds in the flock, test all birds For waterfowl, cloacal swab samples must be 
collected for testing, and the swabs must be tested using virus isolation techniques 

 Out of state:  Each bird destined for import from a flock not known to be test-positive for AI is tested (RRT-PCR 
or virus isolation only); OR 

 Out of state:  The birds originate from a flock that participates in an equivalent testing / surveillance program, 
as approved by the PA State Veterinarian. 

5. Out of state:  Birds from flocks that are serologically positive shall not be imported unless the flock is determined to 
be free of virus by virtue of a negative virus detections test (virus isolation or RRT-PCR) of oropharyngeal, tracheal 
and/or cloacal specimens from a minimum of 150 birds.  If there are fewer than 150 birds in the flock, test all birds.  
For waterfowl, cloacal swab samples must be collected for testing, and the swabs must be tested using virus 
isolation techniques.  Serology and PCR may not be used for waterfowl testing.   

6. Pullorum-Typhoid Clean Testing and Verification (all samples must be collected by a Certified Poultry Technician or 
an Accredited Veterinarian):   

 All poultry (pigeons and waterfowl excluded) must originate from a flock in good standing in the NPIP U.S. 
Pullorum-Typhoid Clean flocks or PA Pullorum Equivalent Program flocks and the birds must be accompanied 
by the most recent negative test report (copy acceptable). The NPIP number must be noted on the report for 
NPIP Pullorum-Typhoid Clean flocks. If bird-side testing was done, the 9-2 or state equivalent form must 
accompany the birds (copy acceptable) (Out of state:  Must come from NPIP U.S. Pullorum-Typhoid Clean 
flocks and birds must be accompanied by a USDA form 9-3 or equivalent Department-approved form); OR  

 PA and Out of state:  Individual birds (pigeons and waterfowl excluded) must have had a negative pullorum-
typhoid test within the 90 days prior to the opening date of the exhibition. (Out of state: 
 if bird-side testing was done, the 9-2 form must accompany the birds)  The following age restrictions apply to 
comply with NPIP standards:  Chickens shall be tested at 4 months of age or older; Turkeys shall be tested at 
12 weeks of age or older, game birds shall be tested at 4 months or age or older, or upon sexual maturity, 
whichever comes first; ratites shall be tested a 12 months of age or older; All birds not meeting these age 
restrictions are exempt from pullorum testing requirements. (Out of state: All birds not meeting these age 
restrictions must come from a flock in which all of the birds in the flock have been tested negative within the 90 
days prior to the exhibition.) 

 Out of state:  Verification of NPIP U.S. Pullorum-Typhoid Clean flock status or a current official test status form 
must accompany all poultry (waterfowl and pigeons excluded). 

7. All chickens must be from flocks vaccinated against laryngotracheitis (LT) no more than one year and no less than 30 
days before opening day of the show.  The vaccine used must be one approved by the Department and must be 
administered in full accordance with manufacturerôs instructions. 
8. An ñAnimal Owner or Caretakerôs Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient Relationshipò  (VCRP) form 

must accompany each animal and must be presented upon arrival at the  exhibition. The VCRP must 
also be on file in the Fair Office for each animal entered at the fair.   Admission and parking passes will 
not be issued if forms are not on file. 

 
RABBITS 
1. Rabbits will be screened on arrival for health and show condition.  No rabbits showing signs of contagious signs of 

contagious or infectious disease will be admitted to the fair. (Out of state: must have a Certificate of Veterinary 
Inspection issued within the 60 days prior to the opening date of the exhibition) 

2. Department superintendents have the final judgment in resolving any dispute. 
3. An ñAnimal Owner or Caretakerôs Verification of Veterinarian-Client-Patient Relationshipò  (VCRP) form 

must accompany each animal and must be presented upon arrival at the  exhibition. The VCRP must 
also be on file in the Fair Office for each animal entered at the fair.   Admission and parking passes will 
not be issued if forms are not on file. 

 
 

FAYETTE COUNTY FAIR 
CODE OF SHOW RING ETHICS 

 



The Fayette County Fair has developed a Code of Show Ring Ethics to curtail unethical, deceptive and fraudulent show 
ring practices.  The Code is as follows: 
 
Exhibitors of animals at the Fayette County Fair shall at all times deport themselves with honesty and good 
sportsmanship.  Their conduct in this competitive environment shall always reflect the highest standards of honor and 
dignity to promote the advancement of agricultural education.  This code applies to junior as well as open class exhibitors 
who compete in structured classes of competition.  This code applies to all livestock offered in any event at the livestock 
show. 
 
All youth leaders working with junior exhibitors are under an affirmative responsibility to do more than avoid improper 
conduct or questionable acts.  Their moral values must be so certain and positive that those younger and more pliable will 
be influenced by their fine example.  Owners, exhibitors, fitters, trainers and absolutely responsible persons who violate 
the code of ethics may forfeit premiums, awards and auction proceeds and shall be prohibited from future exhibition in 
accordance with the rules adopted by the Commission.  Exhibitors who violate this code of ethics demean the integrity of 
all livestock exhibitors and should be prohibited from competition at all livestock shows in the United States and Canada. 
 
The following is a list of GUIDELINES for exhibitors and all livestock in competitive events: 
1. All exhibitors must present, upon request of show officials, proof of ownership, length of ownership and age of all 

animals entered.  Misrepresentation of ownership, age or any fact relating thereto is prohibited. 
2. Owners, exhibitors, fitters, trainers, or absolutely responsible persons shall provide animal health certificates from 

licensed veterinarians upon request by show officials. 
3. Junior exhibitors are expected to care for and groom their animals while at the show. 
4. Animals shall be presented to show events where they will enter the food chain free of drug residues.  The act of 

entering an animal in a livestock show is the giving of consent by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, and/or absolutely 
responsible person for show management to obtain any specimens of urine, saliva, blood, or other substances from 
the animal to be used in testing.  Animals not entered in an event that culminates with the animal entering the food 
chain shall not be administered drugs other than in accordance with applicable federal and statutes, regulations and 
rules.  Livestock shall not be exhibited if the drugs administered in accordance with federal and state statutes, 
regulations and rules affect the animal's performance or appearance at the event. 

             If the laboratory report on the analysis of saliva, urine, blood, or other sample taken from livestock indicates the 
presence of forbidden drugs or medication, this shall be prima facie evidence such substance has been administered 
to the animal either internally or externally.  It is presumed that the sample of urine, saliva, blood, or other substance 
tested by the approved laboratory to which it is sent in the one taken from the animal in question, its integrity is 
preserved and all procedures of said collection and preservation transfer to the laboratory and analysis of the sample 
are correct and accurate and the report received from the laboratory pertains to the sample taken from the animal in 
question and correctly reflects the condition of the animal at the time the sample was taken, with the burden on the 
owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person to prove otherwise. 

       At any time after an animal arrives on the Fayette County Fair premises, a licensed veterinarian shall administer all 
treatments involving the use of drugs and/or medication for the sole purpose of protecting the health of the animal. 

5. Any surgical procedure or injection of any foreign substance or drug or the external application of any substance 
(irritant, counterirritant, or similar substance) which could affect the animal's performance or alter its natural contour, 
conformation or appearance, except external applications of substances to the hoofs or horns of animals which affect 
appearance only and except for surgical procedures performed by a duly licensed veterinarian for the sole purpose of 
protecting the health of the animal, is prohibited. 

6. The use of showing and/or handling practices or devices such as striking animals to cause swelling, using electrical 
contrivance, or other similar practices are not acceptable and are prohibited. 

7. Direct interference with the judge, show management, other exhibitors, breed representatives, or show officials 
before, during, or after the competitive event is prohibited.  In the furtherance of their official duty, all judges, show 
management or other show officials shall be treated with courtesy, cooperation and respect and no person shall direct 
abusive or threatening conduct toward them. 

8. No owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible person shall conspire with another person or persons to 
intentionally violate this code of ethics or knowingly contribute or cooperate with another person or persons either by 
affirmative action or inaction to violate this code of ethics. 

9. The application of this code of ethics provides for absolute responsibility for an animal's condition by an owner, 
exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or participant whether or not he or she was actually instrumental in or had actual knowledge of 
the treatment of the animal in contravention of this code of ethics. 

10. The act of entering an animal is the giving of consent by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or absolutely responsible 
person to have disciplinary action taken by the Commission for violation of the Code of Show Ring Ethics.  The act of 
entering an animal is the giving of consent that any proceedings or disciplinary action taken by the Fayette County 
Fair Board may be published with the name of the violator or violators in any publication of the International 
Association of Fairs and Expositions, including Fairs and Expositions and any special notices to members. 



11. The act of entering an animal in the show is the giving of verification by the owner, exhibitor, fitter, trainer, or 
absolutely responsible person that he or she has read the Code of Show Ring Ethics and understands the 
consequences of and penalties provided for actions prohibited by the code.  It is further consent that any action that 
contravenes these rules and is also in violation of federal and state statutes, regulations, or rules may be released to 
appropriate law enforcement authorities with jurisdiction over such infractions.
